Altrusa Leap Year Literacy Challenge 
 

This literacy challenge is open to all children aged 7 to 13 years with 2 categories; 7-10 year 

olds and 11-13 year olds. 

 

What is involved? 

1. Read a graphic novel (the one with pictures and speech 

2. Write down the ISBN number of the book – look at the back cover. Take a 

photocopy of front and back cover of book. 

3. Read a chapter book of 36 or more pages for 7-10 year olds or 80 or more pages for 

11-13 year olds. 

4. Write down the ISBN number of the book – look at the back cover. 

5. Use your drawing skills to show an action scene from the chapter book which 

gives the viewer an idea of the character/s and action. Use speech bubbles, sound affect 

bubbles and subtitles as needed. Size A4 and to be hand drawn and any medium, pencil, 

crayon, paint but no computer generated graphics. Take a photocopy of front and back 

cover book and of the page that you are drawing to put with your entry form.
